	Play Like A Champion Today (PLACT) - A coaching seminar developed by Notre Dame University and administered at the CYO level aimed at training to be an effective youth coach and mentor.  
All new coaches and assistants are required to attend this seminar.  If there is no local seminar scheduled, then you'll need to attend the evening seminar after the coaches meeting in Seattle.

Any coach, head or assistant, who is entering their 3rd season (or more) of coaching in CYO Athletics must complete the PLACT Update training, "Parents as Partners", either online or in person prior to the roster deadline for their sport. If not completed, coach is no longer eligible to coach in CYO Athletics. http://step.nd.edu/registration/plact-parents-as-partners/ The refresher takes one hour. 


Lydstedt Law:  This is a requirement for all state of Washington coaches, parents and participants in regards to education about, identification of and return to play protocols for concussions.  CYO Athletics shows the required video at each coaches meeting.  If you do not attend the meeting, you can request the link for the video from the IC/OLPH athletic director.  There are signature forms that must be signed by parents and athletes.  The forms are to be kept by the head coach.

Coaches Code of Conduct
High school and college persons are eligible to coach provided that the team is registered in the name of a responsible adult coach (19 years of age or older) who will occupy a position on the team bench during each game.

Coaches will be responsible for:

· Conducting themselves in a Christian manner that will reflect credit on their parish and CYO Athletics and ensuring that team members and team followers do likewise.

· Teaching and guiding youth in a manner that will increase their respect for authority, their sense of fair play, and their ability to adapt to the wins and losses of everyday life.

· Ensuring that the pre-event prayer takes place.

· The actions of the team members and spectators from his or her parish/school.

· Conducting a preseason parents/coaches meeting to unsure that everyone thoroughly understands the responsibilities of coaches, parents and athletes.

· Attend the Play Like A Champion Today coaches training seminar and online refresher (if applicable)

· Being knowledgeable of all aspects in the current CYO Athletics manual and making sure that all rules and policies are faithfully observed.

· Attending the preseason coaches’ meeting at the time and place designated by the commission of the respective sport.  In the event that this is not possible, the head coach must make sure an assistant coach represents the team.

· Satisfying the Safe Environment requirements.

· Determining the eligibility of each player on one’s team though the parish or school.  The use of an ineligible player(s) either deliberately or unknowingly shall result in a forfeiture of each game in which the player(s) took part.

· Taking special precautions to protect all valuables and clothing of the players since fields, gyms, and locker rooms usually have public access.

· Being aware that individual parishes or schools will be responsible for any damages caused by their team member or followers.

· Not scheduling any practices that will conflict with liturgies of any Holy Days.

· Making sure that the signed CYO Athletics Code of Conduct is on file within your binder for each member of the team.

· Making sure the each member and their parent have signed the concussion information form.

· The coach of the winning team each week for playoff eligible divisions will be responsible for either calling in (206-654-4643) or emailing (www.oyyae.org) .
